Be a winner
don’t looser. Try to hold good things in
you and throw out all waste like a win-
nowing process. Don’t be like sieve which
retains waste and throw away usable. Also
don’t be like pastle and mortar which keeps
both good as well as waste. It’s the most
worse state which results suspicions and
doubts only. Only be like opened mouth
shells. Gathering maximum of knowledge
and enlightening themselves. Work for
enlightenment not for deterioration. Work
for good not for worse. Try to make good
use of life don’t waste it. Try to understand
and realize the preaching and teachings of
Real Guru. Accept the good things discard
away bad things. Follow this trick and feel
the real bliss!

Egoless man 1s
a gainer and Egoistic person 1s a looser.

A common man

By
keeping good hab-
its and doing noble
things  devotees
can easily break



the chains of self ego.

Finally a devotee achieves sanity af-
ter breaking the wall of esteem confining
the soul. Sanity means having control on
senses when wisdom originates. That state
makes man a saint. To achieve this state
one has to conquer on €go.

When Man is released from the chains
of ego that time he is addressed by various
names like Santt etc. But after achieving
sanity its very crucial to maintain it ever
flowing. As long as man 1s under influence
of an ego he will consist ° I * factor. He
will believe each work has been done by
him only. When ego sheds man turns saint.
Saint when starts living his life for noble
causes 1in field of religion and spiritualism
he well realizes only bliss is the sole part
of his body.

Self esteem makes such a boundary be-
tween soul and world that man fails to see
the realistic facts of life.

He is above
all this. Real Guru of present time can nei-
ther be honored by calling the lord of non-
violence nor His bravery and courage can
be compared by calling him a Lord Kiris-
hana of who killed the devils. a destroyer
of devils.
